SUBJECT:  Force Protection and Terrorist Activity, command policy #18

   1.  Cadre members are responsible for the security and protection of our soldiers against any type of security threat or terrorist activity.

2.  The battalion’s and companies’ Force Protection and Terrorist Activity Representative will insure that soldiers are not vulnerable to any possible terrorist activity and that adequate security measures are enforced.

3.  Force Protection policies and procedures will be reviewed and followed in the event of a crisis.  Soldiers must be continually reminded to be aware of anything or anyone unusual within their work or rest areas and that all suspicious activities must be reported to the Chain of Command at once.

  4.  Cadre members must perform ongoing assessments and ensure preventative measures are taken.  Soldiers should be trained and made cognizant of what could constitute a possible threat i.e. strange individuals or packages lying around.  Non-military personnel may ask inappropriate questions such as times of security check, number of personnel assigned etc.

5.  Soldiers will receive this briefing as part of their safety briefings.  This information will be disseminated to the CQs. 
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6.  This memorandum supersedes Policy Memorandum #18, dated 27 September 2001.
