COMMAND POLICY #19

MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel, 187th Medical Battalion, 32d Medical Brigade, AMEDDC&S, Fort Sam Houston, TX  78234

SUBJECT:  Commercial Insurance Solicitation for Initial Entry Training Soldiers, 

1.  Only approved insurance agents are authorized in the 187th Medical Battalion area.   During normal non-duty hours and lunch period.  Insurance agents will adhere to all other procedures covered in this policy letter.

2.  Soldiers desiring to set up an appointment with a commercial insurance representative will adhere to the following procedures:

    a.  Obtain prior approval from the company commander to authorize the insurance agent in the company area.

    b.  Conduct the appointment within the orderly room area at the appointed time.  The meeting area will be in view of the company commander’s designated representative (permanent party cadre) or Charge of Quarters.  The meeting will not take place in open/public areas within the installation such as Post Exchange or MWR facilities.

    c.  There will be a seven-day cooling off period from the date of any agreement with a commercial agent, followed by a counseling session by the Battalion Commercial Solicitation Representative.  Pay allotments will not be processed prior to the seven-day cooling period and conduct of the counseling session.

3.  Commercial solicitation representatives will comply with the following procedures.

     a.  Adhere to all regulatory guidance outlined in Army Regulation (AR)  210-7, Commercial Solicitation on Army Installations and FSH Supplement 1 to AR 210-7.
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    b.  Conduct any appointments with 187th Medical Battalion personnel in areas designated above.

    c.  Leave the battalion area immediately after the conclusion of an appointment with a specific soldier.

    d.  Refrain from soliciting soldiers in any area proximal to the 187th Medial Battalion.  This includes but is not limited to, the brigade gym, physical fitness fields, Hacienda, dining facilities, parking lots or any open fields.

4.  Any violation of this policy, or AR 210-7 will result in a suspension of privileges outlined in this policy.

5.  This policy supersedes policy memorandum #19, dated 27 September 2001.
