SUBJECT:  IET Cellular Phone Use, Command Policy #23

1.  Purpose: To ensure all Initial Entry Training soldiers of the 187th Medical Battalion adhere to the rules and regulations established to regulate cellular phone use.

2.  Responsibilities:

a. The Commanders and First Sergeants will ensure overall compliance with the

procedures outlined.

      b.  All soldiers will comply with the standards set forth and comply with TRADOC Regulation 350-6.

3.  Policy for Initial Entry Soldiers (student status): 

a. Use of cellular phones is authorized only on weekends or holidays for Phase IV and

Phase V soldiers. Soldiers will not carry cellular phones to formation, training, or to class.

b. Unauthorized use of cellular phones may result in the loss of privileges, diverting

back to Phase IV or other adverse administrative actions.  

4.  Cadre/DS may confiscate a cellular phone from an IET soldier who violates this policy.  In such cases, the cadre/DS will provide the soldier an official hand receipt form (DA 3161) for inventory purposes.

5.  This policy supersedes any previous cellular phone policies.
