SUBJECT:  Appointing Authority for AR 15-6 Investigations

1.  Purpose.  To establish 187th Medical Battalion policy on procedures used for appointing AR   15-6 investigations.   

2.  Applicability.  This policy applies to all personnel that are assigned or attached to the 187th Medical Battalion

3.  Policy.  

     a.  Authority to appoint an investigating officer under AR 15-6 to conduct an investigation into incidents involving U.S. Army Medical Department Center and School personnel or property is withheld to the Commander, 187th Medical Battalion.

     b.  All requests for AR 15-6 investigations must be submitted through command channels to the S-1, 187th Medical Battalion for appointment of an investigating officer.  Company commanders may conduct a preliminary investigation or commander’s inquiry, as appropriate, to determine the need for further investigation.  However, a commander will notify the battalion commander of the situation before conducting the investigation.  All material pertaining to the matters in question will be submitted to the 187th Medical Battalion with the request for investigation.

     c.  This limitation on appointment authority for AR 15-6 investigations is to ensure an equitable distribution of the burden of conducting investigations and to prevent duplicate investigations of an incident that involves more than one appointing authority.  Consequently, the 187th Medical Battalion, Battalion Commander is not precluded from approving the findings and returning the completed investigation to a subordinate commander to take action on the recommendations, as they deem appropriate.
