MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel, 187th Medical Battalion, 32d Medical Brigade, AMEDDC&S, Fort Sam Houston, TX  78234

SUBJECT:  Standards of Conduct - Conflicts of Interest

1.  All Department of the Army personnel, regardless of assignment, are required to avoid conflicts and the appearance of conflicts between private interests and official duties.  The soldiers assigned to the 187th Medical Battalion as permanent party are no exception.

2.  DOD Regulation 5500.7-R, “The Joint Ethics Regulation”, requires that all DA personnel be reminded at least semi-annually of their duty to comply with such applicable standards.

3.  Commanders or supervisors must be able to show by some written method, (i.e., training schedule/memorandum) that the semiannual requirement has been met.  Commanders will also ensure that newly assigned personnel are given a documented oral standard of conduct briefing during in-processing.
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
