MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel, 187th Medical Battalion, 32d Medical Brigade, AMEDDC&S, Fort Sam Houston, TX  78234

SUBJECT:  Travel Outside the United States

1.  Permanent party members of the 187th Medical Battalion who wish to travel outside the United States on ordinary leave or pass, must request clearance through the Fort Sam Houston Personnel Support Center prior to travel.  Individuals must obtain a DA Form 4187, Request for Personnel Action, addressed to the Commander, Fort Sam Houston, ATTN: MCGA-PA-A, Casualty Operations, in addition to their request for leave or a pass. The 187th Medical Battalion's Personnel Administration Center (PAC) will ensure the correct preparation of all required forms, to include appropriate remarks.  Individuals must be briefed by the AMEDDC&S Security Office and have the proper clearance before foreign travel may begin.

2.  When traveling in foreign countries, soldiers will have the following items in their possession at all times:

      a.  Armed Forces Identification Card

      b.  Individual copy of DA Form 31

      c.  Immunization record, Public Health Service Form 731

      d.  Any special instructions issued by the Travel Clearance Section, Fort Sam Houston, Texas.

3.  Soldiers will not wear a military uniform outside the United States unless specifically authorized to do so.

4.  This policy does not apply to short trips to border towns in the Republic of Mexico.
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5.  Failure to obtain appropriate travel clearance may result in denial of access to foreign nations or unnecessary inconvenience.

6.  Service members are reminded to learn and observe the laws, customs, and restrictions of any host nation where they may travel.
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
