MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel, 187th Medical Battalion, 32d Medical Brigade, AMEDDC&S, Fort Sam Houston, TX  78234

SUBJECT:  Drill Sergeant Supervision During Non-Duty Hours (Duty DS Program)

1.  In order to ensure that our soldiers maintain the highest military standards at all times, each company of this battalion will designate at least one drill sergeant (termed the Duty DS) to be on duty in the company area until student bed check is completed.  This duty will begin at close of training on normal training days (weekdays) and no later than 2230 on weekends and training holidays.

     a.  Duty DS’s who perform duties during weekdays will not report for duty earlier than 1000 on the following day.

     b. Duty DS’s will not perform CQ duties in conjunction with duty drill.

2.  Duty DS’s will: be in an appropriate uniform, and their appearance will be exemplary.  They will not consume alcohol prior to or during their tour of duty.

3.  Duty DS’s will ensure that they are visible and available to the soldiers assigned to their respective companies.  They will take appropriate actions to maintain good order, to enforce Army and Fort Sam Houston regulations, and to enforce brigade, battalion, and company policies.

     a.  While the primary focus of the Duty DS is upon their individual company and company area, they may make corrections and report significant infractions or incidents concerning any soldier within their purview.

     b.  The Duty DSs area of interest includes the company and battalion areas, the main PX and Mini Mall, Brigade Gym, Academy Chapel, Aquatics Center, Battalion Parking Lot, and the Shoppette.
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      c.  Duty DSs will record any on-the-spot corrections they make and any infractions of policies they observe.  They will obtain the soldier's name, rank, and unit and file a report of their actions with the soldier's respective charge of quarters. (Duty DSs should check orders to verify the soldier's unit).  Commanders will ensure that all reports filed by the Duty DSs are forwarded to the soldier's commander for appropriate action.

d. The Duty DS will report his/her whereabouts to the appropriate CQ.

4.  This policy supersedes Policy Memorandum #33, dated 27 September 2001.
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
