MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel, 187th Medical Battalion, 32d Medical Brigade, AMEDDC&S, Fort Sam Houston, TX  78234

SUBJECT:  Duty Uniform

1.  Duty Uniform for all cadre of the 187th Medical Battalion is the Class C/Utility Uniform.  Seasonal additions to the Battle Dress Uniform (BDU) may be worn when appropriate.

2.  The drill sergeant uniform is Class C with campaign hat.  During simulated tactical training, drill sergeants will wear BDU’s. 

3.  The only authorized physical fitness uniform is the Army grey physical training (PT) ensemble consisting of: shorts, T-shirt, sweatshirt, and sweatpants or the Army Physical Training Uniform (APTU) consisting of:  black shorts, long/short T-shirt, black sweatpants and black/gray sweatshirt.  Accessories to the PT uniform are limited to black gloves, black/navy blue knit cap, unadorned white, crew length socks, and commercially purchased running shoes.  A blue reflective belt will be worn by all cadre when in the PT uniform.

4.  The physical fitness uniform may be worn to the Mini Mall across from the 187th Medical Battalion and to the on post filling stations after PT to get gas, before 0900.  It may be worn in the battalion area, to include the dining facility, based on mission requirements. 


5.  Unit Commanders and First Sergeants will ensure all soldiers are in the correct uniform by the first work formation of the day. Exceptions to this policy are at the discretion of the unit commander.
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
