MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel, 187th Medical Battalion, 32d Medical Brigade, AMEDDC&S, Fort Sam Houston, TX  78234

SUBJECT:  Clearing Procedures, 

1.  This policy establishes clearing time procedures for permanent party personnel assigned or attached to the 187th Medical Battalion departing on a Permanent Change of Station move.

2.  Soldiers who are PCSing to short tour areas (unaccompanied) or to long tour areas not relocating family members, and soldiers who reside in the barracks/BEQ will have five working days to clear the installation.

3.  Soldiers who are PCSing to short tour areas (unaccompanied) or to long tour areas (accompanied) and are relocating family members will have ten working days to clear the installation.

4.  Single soldiers living off-post who will move household goods will have ten days to clear the installation.

5.  NCOs will not be given clearance papers until their NCOER and NCOERs on soldiers they rate are completed.

6.  Only CDRs or 1SGs will sign clearance papers. Their signature is required before the personnel in S-1, 187th Med Bn will grant final clearance.  All soldiers will physically sign out with the Battalion S-1 on the DA Form 647.  The S-1 will depart the soldier to the gaining unit once all actions are complete.

7.  Exceptions to this policy are considered on a case-by-case basis.

8.  This policy remains in effect until superseded.
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
