SUBJECT:  Commander’s Policy on Extremist Organizations/Violence

1.  As soldiers, we are bound to uphold the Constitution of the United States and to act as guardians of democracy.  As such, participation in extremist organizations or activities is incompatible with military service.  These organizations and activities erode good order and discipline within the command and will not be tolerated.


2.  Extremist organizations are those that advocate racial, gender, or ethnic hatred or intolerance; advocate, create, or engage in illegal discrimination based on race, color, gender, religion, or national origin; advocate the use of force or violence or unlawful means to deprive individuals of their rights under the U.S. Constitution or the law of the U.S. or any state, by unlawful means.

3.  Soldiers are prohibited from participating in the following extremist activities:  public demonstrations or rallies; fund raising; recruiting; distributing literature which promotes extremist activities and appears to create a present danger to the loyalty, discipline or morale of military personnel; displaying flags, posters, and other extremist symbols in the barracks.

4.  There is no room in our organization for extremist views about the worth of any individual based on their race, gender, religion, or national origin. Appropriate adverse administrative or disciplinary action under the Uniform Code of military Justice will be taken against soldiers who violate this policy.
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
