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MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel, 187th Medical Battalion, 32d Medical Brigade, AMEDDC&S, Fort Sam Houston, TX  78234

SUBJECT:  Playing Radios, Televisions, CD Players or Computer Games, Command Policy #40

1.  The purpose of this memorandum is to provide clarifying guidance on the Battalion Commander's position regarding the playing of radios, televisions or CD players by personnel in common use areas.

2.  The provisions of this policy apply to all personnel assigned or attached to the 187th Medical Battalion.

3.  Policy.

     a.  It is my intention that we present a professional work environment at all times.  This environment cannot be effectively maintained when radios are playing, televisions are being watched, or computer games are being played during duty hours.  In particular, I am concerned about Company Orderly Rooms and other common use areas where music or televisions may be distractors to mission accomplishment.

     b.  Radios, televisions, CD players or any other personal devices that generate sound will not be played in those areas listed in para 4a during normal duty hours, i.e., 0730-1630. Computer games will not be played during duty hours.  During non-duty hours this equipment may be played, provided the music/station is agreed to by personnel in the room and is played at a level that reflects the professional image desired in this organization.  The use of headphones by permanent party to listen to radio or CD players during duty hours is not authorized.

      c.  Failure to comply with this policy may result in administrative action deemed appropriate by the command.
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
