MEMORANDUM FOR INFORMATION

SUBJECT:  NREMT Renewal, Refresher Training, and Continuing Education for soldiers deployed for Operation Iraqi Freedom

1.  EMT RENEWAL:  The US Army or the NREMT will not issue a blanket extension for soldiers whose registration will expire on 31 March 2003.  Lessons learned from Desert Shield/Storm revealed that significant training can be conducted during pre-deployment and during down times.  This is particularly true for units with multiple medics.  For smaller units in forward operating areas, extensions may be granted on a case by case basis.  Requests for extension will be sent to the US Army EMS Program Manager and Medical Director for review and approval using the attached form.  Approved extensions will be six months in duration.

2.  EMT REFRESHER TRAINING: It is highly recommended that soldiers receive all required training prior to deployment.  If that is not possible, the US DOT EMT-Basic Refresher National Standard Curriculum should be utilized to conduct training during deployment.  The US DOT EMT-Basic Refresher National Standard Curriculum is available for download at http://www.cs.amedd.army.mil/91W/ Refresher training conducted while deployed should be documented in training record or memorandum form indicating hours and subject matter presented.  A copy of the training record/memorandum should be attached to the soldier's NREMT Reregistration form.

3.  CONTINUING EDUCATION: Training occurs while deployed.  So that Continuing Education credit can be awarded it is necessary to capture ALL medical training.  A memorandum or training record that identifies the Objectives of training, Schedule, and identification/credentials of presenter is necessary for medical training to be considered for EMT Continuing Education credit.  A copy of the memorandum/training record should be provided for each soldier's records.
