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INSTRUCTIONS FOR DOCUMENTING NREMT-BASIC CONTINUING EDUCATION

SECTION 1A:

The refresher course requirement can be completed by either of the following methods:

1. Complete an approved (State or Army) 24-hour EMT Refresher Course.

a. You must attach a copy of your certificate of completion.
2. Continuing Education Equivalency

a. All continuing education must be approved CE.

b. You can claim EMT teaching hours.

c. Up to (10) hours can be via approved distributive learning (DL).
· Internet-based continuing education (i.e. EMINet, EMCert, Mindstorm, etc.).

· Magazine articles with post-test (i.e., EMS Magazine, JEMS, etc.).
SECTION 1B: CPR CERTIFICATION

Verification of a CPR card that is current at the time of reregistration

1. Attach a copy of your current CPR card to your application, or
2. Obtain a signature of verification from the CPR Affiliate Faculty.
SECTION II: ADDITIONAL 48 HOURS OF CONTINUING EDUCATION

Section II topics must be at or above the EMT-Basic level.

1. What CAN be claimed under Section II:

a. CPR teaching and/or Combat Lifesaver: Maximum of 12 hours.

· Can be (1) of the above courses or a combination.

b. ACLS and PALS: Up to 16 hours each.

c. NRP (Neonatal Resuscitation): 8 hours.

d. PHTLS or BTLS: Up to 16 hours.
e. EMS Conferences: You must document each class that you attended during the conference (include hours and dates) or attach a copy of the certificate, if issued.

f. EMS Teaching: Hour for hour.

· No more than (24) hours can be claimed in any (1) subject matter area.     

· Maintain documentation of teaching (i.e., course schedule listing your name as the instructor). 

g. You can claim (24) of the required (48) hours via distributive learning (DL).

· See section 1a for examples of valid DL.

2. What CANNOT be claimed under Section II:

a. Serving as an EMT skill examiner.

b. Clinical experience (i.e., working in an ER/clinic, riding on an ambulance, etc.).
c. Home study courses, first-aid, first responder courses.

SECTION III: VERIFICATION OF SKILL MAINTENANCE

Verification of your EMT-Basic skills can be accomplished by either of the following:

1. Serving as a Subject Matter Expert (SME) for each skill during your registration period.

2. For any skill(s) that you did not serve as SME for, you must be directly observed performing the skill by an NREMT-B or higher
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
