1. Where do I report when I arrive at Ft Sam Houston, TX?

2. What are the billeting arrangements at Phase I?


All students assigned to D Co, 187th Med. BN will reside in 2 - 4 person rooms.


3. Can my family accompany me to Phase I?

No, unless you have orders to BAMC for Phase 2.

4. Who decides where my Phase II site is located and what are the criteria for receiving a certain Phase II site?

If your orders do not read as "Student Company" of a particular site, you are not assigned to that site for Phase II. EXAMPLE: "Student Company, Brooke Army Medical Center" - This soldier would be assigned to Brooke Army Medical Center for Phase II and these orders can not be changed by the M6, Phase I staff.


Active Duty and BEAR Program soldiers Phase II sites are decided by PERSCOM and is printed on your orders and
can not be changed by the Phase I staff.  All changes must come from PERSCOM and should be done prior to your arrival at Phase I.  Active Duty - Initial entry soldiers who do not have orders for Phase II, your Phase II site will be determined by the Phase I staff.

Reserve, National Guard, and Prior Service Soldiers - sites are determined by the staff at Phase I and you will be assigned to the site that is closest to your parent unit. 

5. What should I bring to Phase I?

Initial Military Clothing Issue- to include Class A uniform
Medical Records
Dental Records
201 File
ID Card, ID Tags, and Medical Alert Tags or Bracelet (if necessary)
Finance Records, Shot Records, (yellow card), EMT Certification and CPR Card.

Any profile that you may have.

6. How long is the M6 Practical Nurse Course?

The M6 Practical Nurse Course is conducted in two Phases:

Phase I - is 6 weeks and is conducted at Ft Sam Houston, TX.

Phase II--is an additional 46 weeks at one of the four sites; 

Classes 1 and 3-- Eisenhower Army Medical Center, Ft Gordon, GA
                             Madigan Army Medical Center, Ft Lewis, WA

Classes 2 and 4-- Brooke Army Medical Center, Ft Sam Houston, TX
                             Walter Reed Army Medical Center, Washington, DC

(You will have a two week break between phases.)

7. What can I do to prepare for Phase I?

Familiarize yourself with basic math concepts, i.e. adding, subtracting, dividing, and multiplying of whole numbers, decimals and fractions, also be familiar with ratio and proportions.

Start familiarizing yourself with basic Human Anatomy and Physiology, basic Microbiology, basic concepts of Nutrition Care, Personal Vocational Adjustment, which consist of Ethics, Law, and Medical Terminology.

8. How many examinations do we have and what do they consist of?

There are 8 major examinations here at Phase I:

Five Examinations on Human Anatomy and Physiology
One Examination on Pharmaceutical Calculations (Calculators will be authorized)
One Examination on Nutrition and Microbiology
One Examination on Personal Vocational Adjustment (LPN Ethics, Roles and Responsibilities of the LPN, Medical Terminology, and Health Care Team) 

9. What is the minimum passing grade?

75% is the minimum passing grade


10. Can an individual be relieved or recycled for non-academic reasons?

Yes.  For pregnancy, missing an excessive amount of class time due to confinement in jail, hospitalization, emergency leaves, pending disciplinary actions under Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ); cheating; recall by your parent unit; not meeting height, weight standards in accordance with AR 600-9; not being able to pass Army Physical Fitness Test (APFT); not meeting course prerequisites; GT, ST, etc.  Non-Academic relief's or recycles are not limited to just these reasons.

11. If I am TDY en-route, when will I get paid?

You will settle your TDY voucher once you complete Phase I and PCS to your Phase II site. 
12. Will I be required to take an APFT at Phase I? 

All soldiers will be administered an APFT within 72 hours after signing in to their respective company. You will also be have your height and weight taken and if necessary, you will be taped.  Soldiers who fail the initial APFT or do not meet body fat percentage IAW AR 600-9 may be sent back to their reserve unit or non-enrolled from the course (AD Prior service soldiers). 

*NOTE all orders specifically state that soldiers will report to their receiving unit IAW AR 600-9, and be able to pass an APFT.  

NOTE: M6 Phase I, is conducted by the staff at Ft Sam Houston, TX. Phase II
is run by the staff which is located at each individual site. All questions about
Phase II must be addressed to the staff at that particular site.
