SUBJECT:  Policy Letter #11 (Safety)

1.  PURPOSE.  To establish procedures for prevention and creating a safe work environment for all assigned/attached personnel.

2.  APPLICABILITY.  This policy letter applies to all personnel assigned/attached to Companies A, B, and C, Academy Battalion, 32nd Medical Brigade.  

3.  RESPONSIBILITY:  Accident prevention and safety is not only a command responsibility, but also the responsibility of all soldiers.

4.  POLICY:

     a.  Conduct periodic safety and fire surveys/inspections.

     b.  Conduct risk assessment for all training and other potentially hazardous activities.

     c.  Display safety messages on company and billets information boards.

     d.  Report all accidents/safety violations through the chain of command immediately.

     e.  Safety briefings will be conducted prior to all weekends and holidays.

5.  Question regarding this policy may be addressed through your chain of command.
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
