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MEMORANDUM FOR All A, B, and C Company Personnel Residing In Bldg 272 

SUBJECT:  Policy Letter #12 (SOP for Personnel Residing in Bldg 272 Area)

1.  PURPOSE.  To establish the policies and procedures to be followed by the personnel residing in Bldg 272.

2.  RESPONSIBILITIES.

     a.  Commanders will ensure overall compliance with the policies outlined below.

     b.  First Sergeants or Operations Sergeants will conduct inspections of the living areas and general maintenance of the building.

     c.  Each soldier residing in Bldg 272 will comply with the policies of brigade, battalion and company.

3.  POLICIES.

     a.  Primary reference for barracks policies is the Academy Battalion Billets SOP, dated 17 July 1998.  When in doubt, guidelines in the BN SOP will take precedence over the Company Policy.

     b.  Quiet hours will be observed and adhered to by personnel living in Bldg 272.  Quiet hours are:

 2200‑0430 hrs

              Weekends and holidays       2400‑0630 hrs

     c.  Key and room furniture will be signed in and out through the Orderly Room for Bldg 272.  Linen will be signed out from Battalion SAC. Maintenance and accountability of government property is a responsibility of every soldier. Each soldier will be held accountable for all items for which he/she has signed.  All personal and government property will be secured at all times.

     d.  Linen will be exchanged according to the Battalion SAC date and time for exchange.

     e.  Visitation by authorized guests only.        

     f.  Soldiers may consume alcohol when of legal age (21 years old). The only alcoholic beverages allowed are beer, wine coolers, and/or a bottle of wine.  Only a six-pack of beer, a four pack of wine coolers, or a bottle of wine are authorized in any room at any given time. 

     g.  No illegal drugs will be permitted or tolerated.  Only prescription drugs are authorized.  Prescription drugs will be secured in wall lockers.    

     h.   Each soldier residing in Bldg 272 is required to have his/her room and wall locker up to company standards within 24 hours of residency.

          (1)  Bldg 272 residents are not to have large amounts of household goods including bicycles, large stereo equipment and large TV's in the rooms.  Address any questions concerning this rule to the Bay Sergeant of your bay.

          (2)  No cleaning supplies are to be stored in the rooms.  The cleaning supplies are to be stored in the storage rooms.

     i.  Bldg 272 residents will turn‑in maintenance requests immediately to the Bay Sergeants.

     j.  Bay Sergeants will:

          (1)  Ensure that all doors are secured prior to departure for the day.

          (2)  Be responsible for cleanliness of the common areas, and the maintenance work orders.

          (3)  Have a duty roster of the areas to be cleaned, and supervise.  Failure to accomplish these duties will result in a negative counseling.

          (4)  Report Immediately to the First Sergeant any deficiencies and conduct any further coordination needed.

          (5)  Ensure that food items are stored in refrigerators only.

4.  Any individual who intentionally damages or destroys buildings or fixtures will pay for all repair costs and be punished under the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ).  This also applies to abnormal behavior that leads to damages.    

5.  Violations of the above policy will result in a negative counseling and may also result in disciplinary action under UCMJ.
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
