SUBJECT:  Standards of Conduct-Conflict of Interest (Policy Letter #17)

1.   All A, B, C Company personnel, regardless of rank, sex, MOS, or religion are required to avoid conflicts and the appearance of conflicts between private interests and official duties.

2.   AR 600-50 establishes standards of conduct, and requires that all A, B, and C Company personnel receive semi-annual standards of conduct training.

3.   Commanders will ensure that the semi-annual requirement is met and that newly assigned personnel receive a standards of conduct briefing during in-processing.
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
