MEMORANDUM FOR All Personnel Assigned / Attached to Companies A, B, C, Academy Battalion, 32nd Medical Brigade, Fort Sam Houston, TX 78234
SUBJECT:  Alcohol and Drug Abuse Policy (Policy Memorandum #18)

1.  Abuse of alcohol and drugs are incompatible with the military service and physical fitness.  Neither will be condoned nor accepted in A, B, and C Companies, Academy Battalion.  Substance abuse distracts from combat readiness, training opportunities, and soldier morale.  We will not tolerate alcohol or drug abuse.  Personnel who violate this policy will be subject to punishment under the Uniform Code of Military Justice and/or other adverse administrative actions as prescribed in Article 134 of the UCMJ.

2.  Consumption of any alcoholic beverage, on or off post is prohibited while on duty.  On duty is defined as that period of time during which the person is performing duties until released by an appropriate authority regardless of the time of day.  On duty is not necessarily related to the wearing of the uniform, and will be determined by me.  The consumption of alcohol in an off post facility while in Battle Dress Uniform is prohibited.

3.  Soldier(s) on duty found to have a BAC of .05 will be subject to punishment under UCMJ and/or adverse administrative action.  Soldier(s) on duty or off post that are apprehended off post and found to have a BAC of .08 will be subject to punishment under UCMJ and/or adverse administrative action, and charges under the state law.  You may consume alcoholic beverages on or off post provided you are 21 years of age or older and not on duty or within eight hours of assuming duty.

4.  The use of a controlled substance of any kind (e.g. marijuana, cocaine) is a serious offense and will not be possessed, used, sold or manufactured by any soldier.  A reliable drug-testing program is in effect.  Service members testing positive or caught selling or using illegal drugs are subject to UCMJ actions.

5.  The consumption of alcoholic beverages with Officers, and Noncommissioned Officers with lower enlisted soldier(s) who are under 21 years of age will not be tolerated in the barracks area or off post.

6.  Leaders at all levels are responsible for ensuring the enforcement of this policy.  I recommend that all individuals examine their use of alcohol and/or drugs.  All soldiers are encouraged to use their available resources at any time if assistance is needed.

7.  Violation of this policy may result in either administrative and/or nonjudicial punishment as deemed appropriate by the chain of command.
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
