SUBJECT:  Policy Letter #3 (Dress Standards)

1.  PURPOSE.  To prescribe standards of dress for all personnel assigned to Companies A, B, and C, Academy Battalion.  This policy applies to all soldiers within Company area(s).

2.  RESPONSIBILITIES.

     a.  It is the responsibility of the commander to ensure that all soldiers are aware of these policies.

     b.  Each individual will ensure he/she complies with the stated dress standards.

3.  POLICIES.

     a.  Personnel in uniform are expected to comply with the provisions of AR 670‑1 or applicable regulations of their parent service. Soldiers in uniform must carry ID cards. Soldiers in PT uniform are not required to carry ID cards.

     b.  Personnel in civilian clothes will comply with the following:

          (1)  The mixing of military and civilian clothes is prohibited with the exception of military raincoats, overcoats, sweaters, and windbreakers.  When these items are worn with civilian clothing they will be worn without insignia and rank.

          (2)  Any item of clothing bearing written messages or pictures which are vulgar or which prejudice duty, honor, or country are prohibited.

          (3)  Exposed hair curlers will not be worn outside.

          (4)  At no time will the PT uniform be worn to the shoppette, Main PX, or commissary.

          (5)  See through clothing is prohibited, unless appropriate undergarments (i.e. slips) are worn.

          (6)  Swim attire and sunbathing on post is permitted only at the post swimming pools.

          (7)  Clothes must be in good repair and clean.  Gym shorts and walking shorts must have a 3 inch inseam.  Summer wear must be conservative, non-provocative in nature. Tight jeans, 

tops, pants and shorts are also prohibited.

     c.  Headphones are not authorized while running or walking on roadways or sidewalks.  This policy is a Fort Sam Houston policy. Headphones are only authorized inside the billets or while running the track.

     d.  Male soldiers will not wear earrings while in the company area.

     e.  Nail polish and lipstick worn with Battle Dress Uniform will be clear IAW AR 670-1.  Nail polish and lipstick worn with Class A and Class B can be of light tones as long as it complements the uniform.

4.  Violations of the above policy may result in disciplinary action under UCMJ.
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
