SUBJECT:  Policy Letter #5 (Fire Regulation)

1.  PURPOSE:  To establish responsibilities for fire control measures for all buildings and areas under the jurisdiction of Companies A, B, and C, Academy Battalion.  Soldiers that violate this policy are subject to punishment under the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ).

2.  RESPONSIBILITIES:

     a.  First Sergeants will appoint an Area Fire Marshal for the unit and designate Building Fire Marshals to assist in implementing the fire prevention program IAW FSH Reg 420‑5 and AMEDDC&S Supplement to FSH Reg 420‑5.

     b.  The Building Fire Marshal will ensure the following data is posted near a telephone in each area of responsibility:

          (1)  IN CASE OF FIRE ‑ DIAL 911.

          (2)  Fire evacuation plan to include rally point and fire extinguisher locations.

          (3)  Copy of applicable special fire regulations or instructions as may pertain to a particular area, room or building.  A copy of such special regulations or instructions will be submitted to the Fire Marshal for information as a matter of record and for distribution through proper channels.

     c.  Every member of Company A, B, C, is responsible for applicable fire regulations and prevention of and protection against fire hazards.

     d.  Fire extinguishers will be inspected on a monthly basis.   Any discrepancies will be reported to the Unit Fire Marshal.

3.  Procedures upon discovery of a fire:

     a.  Alarm of fire:  Any person discovering a fire (regardless of type or size), odor of smoke, gaseous fumes or other explosive hazards will immediately alert all personnel in the building and will report the incident to the Fire Department by the quickest means available.  All individuals will evacuate the company area during fire alarm.  All fires will be reported including those extinguished upon discovery.  The Fire Department will be notified by one of the following means:

          (1)  By telephone:  from 221 prefix phones, dial 17 or if located in building 1350, dial 911; from other phones, dial 224‑9595.

          (2)  By fire alarm box:  Break glass, pull down and release lever to alert occupants of building.

     b.  Action after alarm of fire.  The following actions will be carried out only when possible and safe for personnel involved:

          (1)  Fire extinguisher will be used IAW directions printed on extinguisher.

          (2)  Close all doors and windows in the immediate fire area.

          (3)  Meet Fire Department at the front of the building and direct them to the fire.

          (4)  Notify the appropriate duty personnel or responsible individual. 

4.  Any individual(s) caught tampering with or purposely setting off a fire alarm will be subject to punishment under the Uniform Code of Military Justice.
