MEMORANDUM FOR All Academy Battalion Personnel

SUBJECT:  Basic Allowance for Subsistence for Enlisted Personnel (Policy Memorandum #15)

1.  Basic allowance for subsistence is authorized for the following personnel:

  
  a.  Soldier residing with spouse and/or other family members (recognized dependents for which soldier is authorized Basic Allowance for Quarters (BAQ) or government family quarters).

 
   b.  Single SFC thru CSM.

 
  c.  SSGs may receive BAS by completing the Request for Authority to Reside Off-post (see attached).  This request will be reviewed annually by the company commander and may be terminated due to availability of billets space.

 
   d.  Those soldiers, regardless of grade, who are authorized to reside off-post.

2.  Single soldiers residing in the barracks or off-post (not authorized BAQ) in the grade of PVT through SGT will be subsisted in kind.  Only in exceptional cases will permission be given to mess separately.  Approval authority is the Commander, Academy Battalion.  

3.  Exceptions to policy not meeting the criteria or the guidelines established by

 AR 210-10 will not be approved.
