MEMORANDUM FOR All Academy Battalion Personnel 

SUBJECT: Solicitation and Transaction of Commercial Business (Policy Memorandum #25) 

1.  REFERENCES:

  
  a.  AR 210-7, dated 15 Apr 82.

  
  b.  FSH Suppl 1 to AR 210-7, dated 10 Nov 87.

2.  PURPOSE:  To establish the policy regarding solicitors and vendors within the units of the 32d Medical Brigade, AMEDDC&S.

3.  PROCEDURES:  

 
  a.  Solicitors are prohibited from making initial personal contact or “cold calling” in this Command with individuals, either military personnel, dependents, or civilian employees.

  b.  All solicitors and peddlers transacting business at Fort Sam Houston are required to have written authorization to enter the reservation from the Commander, Fort Sam Houston.

  c.  In addition, solicitors must obtain written authorization from the Adjutant, Admin Services Division, AMEDDC&S, in order to solicit within the AHS area, authorization from the Adjutant, 32d Medical Brigade, for solicitation within the Brigade, and authorization from the Academy Battalion and Company Commanders respectively for their areas.

  d.  Solicitors will not be permitted entry into battalion living areas.

  e. All business will be conducted on an appointment basis only in the Battalion Classroom.

 
  f.  Company Commanders will serve as Company Solicitation Officers who will be responsible for monitoring insurance agent and vendor contact, solicitation, operation, counseling and sales within the battalion.

4.  All personnel assigned to the Academy Battalion are charged with the responsibility to report all violations to their commander and the FSH Provost Marshal.
