SUBJECT:  Academy Battalion Better Opportunities for Single Soldiers (BOSS) Council (Policy Memorandum #26)

1.  This memorandum provides guidance for establishng policy and delineating responsibilities for the Battalion BOSS Council.

2.  The BOSS program is a DA directed, installation managed, and soldier operated program that consists of the core components specified below.  The intent of establishing a battalion level program is to formalize and facilitate communication between single soldiers, the chain of command, and the installation BOSS council. The three core components of the BOSS Program are, Quality of Life (enhancement of morale, living environment, personal growth and development), Recreation and Leisure Activities, and Community Service.

3.  Company Commanders will appoint representatives by appointment orders and ensure they attend all scheduled meetings. Additionally, commanders are to ensure representatives are provided time to solicit ideas and provided space on unit bulletin boards to post BOSS information.

4.  I expect the leadership of this command to facilitate and support this program. 

5.  This policy supersedes any previous Academy Battalion policy memorandum on the same subject.
