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MEMORANDUM OF INSTRUCTION  

SUBJECT:  Memorandum of Instruction (MOI) for Army Medical Department (AMEDD) Medical Corps Captains Career Course (CCC) 15-001 (MC).


1. PURPOSE.  This memorandum provides guidance to students attending the AMEDD CCC at AMEDD C&S, Ft. Sam Houston, San Antonio, Texas 78234.

2. GENERAL.

a. On behalf of the AMEDD Captains Career Course Branch Chief, I would like to welcome you to the AMEDD CCC at Ft. Sam Houston, Texas. This course is approximately 9 weeks long.  Our curriculum is designed to develop officers to lead company sized formations and serve on battalion and brigade (or equivalent) staffs.  The course uses the Mid-Level Learning Continuum (MLC) 2015 design consisting of the TRADOC Common Core and the AMEDD core track. Students will have six weeks of common core curriculum and three weeks of AMEDD specific curriculum.  

 b. While at CCC, you will be assigned to A Company, 187 Medical Battalion, 32d Medical Brigade for administrative support.  If you have any non-academic or administrative questions please contact the TAC officer at 210-221-7335 (office) or 210-887-5199 (BB).

c. On day one, you will be assigned to a small group and your Small Group Leader (SGL) will serve as the point of contact for all academic issues.  Until then, your Class Advisor can assist with any academic issues at 210-221-7410.  

3. COURSE PREREQUISITES. 

	a. Student must have completed AMEDD CCC Phase I within the past 2 years.  

	b. Student must have completed an APFT within 30 days of the report date or have a memorandum from their commander they are in compliance with APFT standards and body composition standards IAW AR 600-9.   

	c. Student must not be on a temporary profile.  

	d. If applicable, complete the online registration for CMEs prior to arrival. You will find the AMEDD CME pre-registration form at https://education.mods.army.mil/cme/secured/

4. COURSE OVERVIEW.  

	a. A typical class day will be from 0830-1630 Monday through Friday.  Most training will occur in your small group with approximately 15 other students.  Students will have reading assignments each night and will be responsible for multiple written assignments and oral presentations.  SGLs will provide a detailed overview of the deliverables on day one of class. Students will also conduct organized PT twice a week with their small group.  

b. Academic Standards.  Students will be graded using standardized rubrics.  Throughout the course students will be evaluated on their academic performance, group participation, and physical fitness during the APFT.

c. Any student failing to complete any block of instruction or receive a 70% average on graded assignments will be subject to a “Minimally Achieved Course Standards” or "Failed to Meet Course Standards" on the Academic Evaluation Report (AER).  Final determination will be made by the Chief of CCC branch IAW with the Individual Student Assessment Plan (ISAP). 

5. ARRIVAL.

a. Orders.  It is the individual student’s responsibility to ensure their TDY orders are prepared.  Students who arrive without orders will not be in-processed into the course.  The POC for orders is the student’s unit S3, DTS manager, or branch manager.  Orders must be in one of the following formats:

  (1) DD Form 1610 is required for all TDY Return.  A manual DD 1610 from your outgoing unit is required for TDY En Route.  

  (2) DA Form 4187 signed by the Company Commander for students assigned to Ft. Sam Houston, Texas (local students).  

  (3) HRC generated orders for those TDY en route.  

	  (4) Funding will start on the ATRSS report date only.  Students arriving before the report date are responsible for the cost of lodging and meals.  

	  (5) Family members and/or pets are NOT AUTHORIZED.

  (6) Rental Cars will not be authorized/funded by AMEDD Center and School. Students, however, may bring a rental car or POV if funded by their unit at home station.  

  (7) Fund-cite letter and line of accounting can be obtained by emailing  usarmy.jbsa.medcom-ameddcs.other.ameddcs-rm-mtsa2@mail.mil. The line of accounting must be added to your completed travel orders at your home station to ensure proper funding.

b. Reporting.

  (1) Report Day (Day Zero). You are required to report by 1700 on the report day of 7 JAN 2015. If you anticipate reporting after 1700, you must contact the Alpha Company, 187th Medical Battalion TAC officer at 210-887-5199 (BB) or 210-221-7335 (office).  

  (2) You do not need to contact Army Lodging prior to your arrival. Lodging is pre-arranged and students are required to billet with Army lodging.  Students are NOT authorized to make their own lodging arrangements.  Local students, defined as those who are assigned to Joint Base San Antonio, are required to maintain their own lodging and will not be reimbursed for billeting. 

   (3) Students will report to the Candlewood Suites, Bldg 2426 located at 2800 Winfield Scott Road, to receive room assignments.  A representative from A Company will be available from 0900-1700 at the Candlewood Suites. Students arriving after 1700 should still report to Bldg 2426.  Call the TAC officer at 210-887-5199 (BB) or 210-221-7335 (office) with any issues. 

[bookmark: OLE_LINK3][bookmark: OLE_LINK4]  (3) In the event on post lodging is full, students will be lodged temporarily at a government contracted hotel off post.  Students lodged off post will be moved back on post as soon as rooms are available. If students are lodged off post, buses will be arranged to transport personnel to/from FT Sam Houston.  

[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]  (4) In-processing Day (Day 1).  Students will in-process CCC at 0500 8 JAN 2015.  Students must be in formation in the IPFU uniform NLT 0500 in front of the AMEDD C&S helicopter. Students will be placed in alphabetical order and will be taken to RM 3203 A/B to in-process and conduct HT/WT screenings.  Students MUST bring all required documents for in-processing including 1) military ID card, 2) 2 x copies of their orders, 3) Phase 1 certificate, 4) copy of their last APFT card or commander’s verification memo, 5) copy of profile (if applicable), 6) copy of providers statement for pregnant Soldiers. Students will conduct their HT/WT screening and input their administrative info into the CCC database and DSC system. Note: Certificate of completion from Phase 1 can be obtained from the Army Learning Management System (ALMS) or through the Nonresident Instruction Branch at 210-221-6329/6338.

6. APFT AND BODY COMPOSITION STANDARDS

a. APFT.  In accordance with AR 350-1, AMEDD CCC Individual Student Assessment Plan (ISAP), AMEDD C&S Reg 351-12, and DA Directive 2012-20, all students are required to take and PASS the record APFT to successfully pass the Captains Career Course.  
  
b. IAW ALARACT 064-2010, Soldiers returning from overseas deployments are also required to meet all Physical Fitness testing requirements IAW above guidance.

c. Body Composition. You must meet HT/WT standards IAW AR 600-9 on 8 JAN 15 and pass the record APFT on 9 JAN 15. CCC utilizes a formal special populations PT program for any initial APFT/HT/WT failures consisting of daily organized PT and a physical therapy and/or nutritional consult. 

d. Students that fail the initial APFT and/or HT/WT will be re-tested 3 weeks from the initial test date. Students that fail the second APFT and/or HT/WT will be dropped from the course and immediately sent home after the below administrative requirements are met.

	   (1) The Soldier will receive a "Failed to Achieve Course Standards” AER with “This officer has failed to complete all the requirements of the Army Medical Department Captain’s Career Course (6-8-C22), and has failed to meet APFT standards IAW AR 350-1 and/or Body composition standards IAW AR 600-9 during the course” in the comments section. 

     (2) The CG, AMEDD Center and School, will also send a letter indicating failure of the APFT and/or HT/WT to the first general officer in the student’s chain of command.  

     (3) Finally, the student will be flagged IAW AR 600-8-2 and will not be allowed to return to CCC for a six month period.
	
     (4) Additionally, Soldiers TDY en route to an OCONUS assignment are subject to have their orders changed to a CONUS assignment. 

7. PROFILES.  

a. The following profiles will disqualify you from attending CCC per AR 40-501:  1) Any temporary profile.  Students must have completed their recovery period prior to the report date.  2) A pregnancy profile that will exceed 20 weeks by graduation. 

b. Post-partum and pregnancy profiles (under 20 weeks by graduation) are authorized as well as permanent profiles.  Bring a copy of your valid profile on the first day of in-processing for turn-in as stated above. Pregnant Soldiers must also bring a statement from their provider stating there are no complications with the pregnancy.  

8. APPEARANCE AND UNIFORMS

a. Wear and Appearance of Army Uniforms and Insignia is governed by AR 670-1, Wear and Appearance of Army Uniforms and Insignia.  All students will follow military standards of dress, conduct, and courtesy while attending CCC.

b. The Army Service Uniform (ASU) will be worn during the course in both the class A and B configuration.  The Class A and B uniform is REQUIRED with all ribbons, badges and devices that are authorized for wear by the individual.  The beret is authorized for wear with the ASUs in either configuration. 

c. Full Improved Physical Fitness Uniform (IPFU), including winter items, is required for CCC.  Students will wear the IPFU during PT hours (0530-0630) IAW 32d Medical Brigade Policy.  The new IPFU is authorized for wear while attending CCC.

d. The typical duty uniform is the Army Combat Uniform (ACU) with patrol cap. 

e. Student backpacks must comply with AR 670-1.    

9. MEALS. Monday through Friday, all meals will be provided at government expense at the Rocco Dining Facility.  A Company will issue meal cards.  Partial separate rations will be authorized for weekend meals at current per diem rates.  Local students will not be issued meal cards nor will they be reimbursed for any meals while in the course.    

10. TRANSPORTATION.  Students who receive parking/moving violation tickets at Ft. Sam Houston will be required to work with A Co/187th to resolve the issue.

11. MISCELLANEOUS:

a. Laptops:  It is HIGHLY recommended that students bring 1) a government issued CAC enabled laptop with CD-ROM drive or 2) their personal laptop with CD-ROM drive. The laptop will be critical to accessing student materials via CD or a class email account as well as completing course work. Students that do not have a laptop will be able to use the computers at the Stimson library or computer lab though the hours are limited.   
	
c. Privately Owned Weapons (POW) are not authorized in government billeting.  Students with POWs will be required to check them into the 32d Medical Brigade Arms Room.  The POC is the A Co, 187th TAC Officer.  

d. Military ID tags and cards are required at all times.

12. GRADUATION.  Students will be released upon satisfactory completion of the Program of Instruction (POI) and administrative requirements.  Do not plan to be released earlier than 1300 on 13 MAR 15 to allow for out-processing.  Flight departures should not be made before 1300 13 MAR 15.  Students will out-process after graduation including checking out of lodging, clearing the library and mailroom.  A Co/187th will publish instructions prior to the end of the course.
