NOTICE TO PERSONAL SERVICE CONTRACTORS

You are reminded that the United States Government assumes full liability for the professional acts and omissions of a contractor’s employees who are providing direct health care services to eligible military beneficiaries under personal service contracts awarded by MEDCOM contracting officers.  Because of this liability the Government supervises the daily performance of the contractor’s employees during their performance of these contractual services.   MEDCOM contracting officers do not treat the contractor’s employees as government employees for any other purpose than daily supervision due to medical/legal liability issues.  In all other regards and for all other purposes, MEDCOM contracting officers do not treat contractor employees as government employees.  The same applies to situations where the contractor is not a corporation.  Contractors are responsible for the evaluation, recognition, discipline, scheduling, benefits, and withholding of taxes for all their employees.
