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MEMORANDUM FOR Preventive Dentistry Specialty Student

SUBJECT: 330-91EX2, Preventive Dentistry Specialty Course

On behalf of the faculty and staff of the Department of Dental Science, Academy of Health Sciences, U.S. Army Medical Department Center and School (AMEDDC&S), Fort Sam Houston, Texas, I would like to welcome you to the Preventive Dentistry Specialty Course.  Your reporting date should be on your orders.

2.
If you arrive by air, military transportation from 

San Antonio International Airport to Fort Sam Houston is not available.  Commercial taxicabs are available as a reimbursable expense.  Approximate cab fare to Fort Sam Houston is $12.00.

3.
You will report to Company D, 187th Medical Battalion, Building 922 (see enclosed map (encl 1)).  Your orderly room phone number is commercial (210) 221-4435 or DSN 471-4435.  Sign-in procedures and room assignments will be accomplished at this time.  You will be placed on training status, under the charge of Cadre Sergeants.  You must report in duty uniform.

You will in-process D Co, 187th Med Bn on upon arrival and your first class will be held in Building 2841 (Willis Hall), Room 3303, at 0830, on the date provided to you by D Co.
5.
Army regulations state that individuals on TDY or TDY en route must have complete uniform issue with them.  This will not include the hospital white uniform.

6.  Army regulations governing the Army Physical Fitness Test (APFT) are strictly enforced.  If you have a permanent medical profile bring all pertinent papers with you.  Students should not be on temporary profile.  All students must pass the APFT in order to graduate.  You must bring your DA Form 705 (PT Score Card) or a copy.  Physical training will be conducted at least three times a week.  Uniform will be:


a.
Improved Physical Fitness Uniform (IPFU) or PFU summer and winter.

b.
Running shoes and white socks.

Note: Personnel over 40 must bring a copy of their over-40 physical clearance.

7.
In compliance with AMEDDC&S policy, all personnel attending the course will be weighed prior to enrollment.  AR 600-9 will be strictly enforced.

8.
Ensure that you meet the remaining time in service requirement of 14 months upon graduation.  Individuals must reenlist or extend to meet service remaining requirement prior to arrival at the course.

This course is very intense and challenging; therefore, many hours will be dedicated to studying.  The attrition rate is approximately 5 percent.  It is highly recommended that you do not bring family members.

11.
You must bring a current copy of your DA ERB and 2-1.  You must be CPR certified and have a current card with you when you arrive.  This card cannot expire before completion of the course. Individuals not CPR certified will not be allowed to enroll.  You must bring your shot records and medical records with you to verify completion of Heptavax A and B vaccination series.  Students should also have an up-to-date PPD and HIV test.  Individuals assigned to field units must have, as a minimum, the Heptavax started, and, if possible, have completed the series before arrival.  Please bring your shot record or medical record with you to your first day of class here at the Academy.

12.
All soldiers attending the 330-X2 course must be proficient in the area of dental radiology.  Coordination should be made to allow the soldiers to have hands-on training in the radiology section of a clinic prior to arrival.

13.
Please do not call the Department of Dental Science in reference to the fund cite.  The Central Training Program, Department of Health Education and Training, AMEDDC&S, DSN 429-9623, provides this one month prior to the start of the course. This letter does not constitute travel authority.

If you are arriving by privately owned vehicle, a map of the city (Encl 2) and one of Fort Sam Houston are enclosed.
