Today, I read a truly tragic event regarding a Consumer Product Safety Commission (CPSC) recall. It seems that a 9-month-old infant died of strangulation when her neck was caught in the V-shaped created by the collapsed sides of her crib/play yard.  The sad event occurred in January 2001 and this crib was recalled in 1995.  The manufacturer had offered a free repair and later a free crib for turn-ins.  It is estimated that 100,000-cribs/play yards under the names “Home and Roam” and “Baby Express” were sold between the years of 1992 and 1994.  The problem with the crib is that the sides visually appear to have the rails locked into position. The infant can pull the rails down in the V position with very little effort. 
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Please distribute to  Child Development Centers, caregiver facilities, pediatric units, and personnel to ensure this item is not utilized.
