BATTALION PRACTICAL EXERCISE


The Battalion Practical Exercise (PE) serves as an introduction to Tank and Infantry (Mech) tactics and the Military Decision Making Process (MDMP).  The goal of the PE is for officers to learn the Military Decision Making Process and to gain an understanding of infantry and armor tactics.  The PE is broken down into five functional areas: Fundamentals of Army Operations (FM 100-5), Tank and Infantry (Mech) Task Force Operations (FM 71-2), Battalion Combat Health Support (FM 8-10-4), Division Operations (FM 71-100), OPFOR Tactics (FM 100-2 series), and the Military Decision Making Process (FM 101-5).  The exercise culminates in an Operations Order Brief given by students that combines the five functional areas, group dynamics, and briefing skills.  A wire diagram of the PE is below:
