Brigade Practical Exercise


The Brigade Practical Exercise (BDE PE) continues the synthesis of Tactical and Military Decision Making Skills developed during the Battalion PE at the level of the Brigade Combat Team (BCT).  The focus for the BDE PE is to develop an integrated and synchronized Combat Health Support (CHS) Plan that ensures continuity of medical support to the forces operating in the BDE Area of Operations.  Students must master the fundamentals of Level I and II CHS units organic to and in direct support of the BCT as well as integrate the Division and Corps Level units operating in direct and general support capacities into the overall BDE CHS Plan.  Students will also continue to refine and develop their briefing skills by preparing and presenting discussions, information briefs, and decision briefs, and by conducting a CHS rock drill.
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
