Section I. OFFICIAL

SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS:  Directors/staff section chiefs/commanders will ensure their affected soldiers are notified of changes.  The CNO (formerly called Personnel Notification Officer (PNO)) is required to report to the Transition Point, Bldg 2267, on Wed for a briefing prior to going on detail. All SFCs through MAJ are required to notify the Duty Roster Custodian 15 days prior to departing on leave or TDY and 30 days prior to PCS, retirement, or ETS.  Personnel scheduled for CNO duty are required to possess a Defensive Driving Course Card and a valid military/civilian driver's permit in order to operate military vehicles in the performance of their duty. 5.  NEW ENTRANT CONFIDENTIAL FINANCIAL DISCLOSURE REPORT:  All commanders and supervisors are required by DOD 5500.7-R (Joint Ethics Regulation) to review the job duties of each newly assigned employee (military or civilian) and report the name on the Confidential Financial Disclosure Report to the AMEDDC&S & FSH Ethics Counselor.  The employee is required to file an OGE Form 450 no later than 30 days  of assuming his or her new position.  Forms are sent to the Office of Staff Judge Advocate, ATTN:  MCCS-BJA-AL, 1306 Stanley Road, Stop 19.  Note that an employee may not be a new employee, but may be assigned a new duty which now requires the filing of an OGE Form 450.  The OGE Form 450 may be obtained from the Intranet at  http://www.cs.amedd.army.mil/sja/Ethics.asp or from the AMEDD Electronic Forms Support System (AEFSS). 9.    LEVEL 1 ANTITERRORISM AWARENESS TRAINING SCHEDULE:  The scheduled date for 

the OCONSUS Level 1 Antiterrorism Awareness Training is 6 October 2004.  Scheduled date is subject to change due to availability of instructor or mission requirements.  All training will last approximately 2.5 hours.  Training will be held in Blesse Auditorium (building 2841).  The purpose of publishing this schedule is to allow DOD personnel to arrange their work or personal schedules in order to attend one of the Antiterrorism Awareness Training Sessions.  This training is for travel outside the 50 United States, its territories, and possessions; and is valid for a period of one year.  Subsequent travel within this year period requires the traveler to obtain area/country specific information within two months of travel.  There are approximately 50 personnel assigned to Fort Sam Houston who have attended a Unit Advisors Course who may be certified as a Antiterrorism Awareness Instructor. 13.    ANTITERRORISM AWARENESS-FSH FORCE PROTECTION CONDITION (FPCON) is ALPHA:  FPCONs are graduated categories of measures or actions commanders take to protect personnel and assets from terrorist attacks.  FPCONs are set by commanders locally based on terrorism threat information and/or guidance from higher headquarters.  A raise in FPCONs means an increase in our security posture, so expect additional and more stringent measures as the FPCON is raised.  AR 525-13 defines the five FPCONs as follows:

NORMAL-Applies when there is no discernable terrorist activity.

ALPHA-Applies when there is a general threat of possible terrorist activity against personnel and/or installations, the nature and extent of which are unpredictable.

BRAVO-Applies when an increased and more predictable threat of terrorist activity exists.

CHARLIE-Applies when an incident occurs or intelligence is received indicating some form of terrorist action against personnel and/or installations is imminent.

DELTA-Applies in the immediate area where a terrorist attack has occurred or when credible information has been received that terrorist action against a specific location is likely.

TRICARE’s RETAIL PHARMACY CONTRACT ANNOUNCED:  In the continuing efforts to meet the pharmacy needs of beneficiaries, TRICARE has awarded Express Scripts Inc., the TRICARE Retail Pharmacy contract.  Express Scripts will provide world-class, cost effective patient care as manager of the retail pharmacy benefit.  They will apply best management practices to improve and continue the delivery of pharmacy services, focusing on achieving the highest level of beneficiary satisfaction.  The responsibility for delivery of retail pharmacy services by Express Scripts Inc. will begin nationwide 1 June 2004.  The new single contract will integrate all TRICARE regions to create one uniform benefit.  This consolidation provides better service for beneficiaries in the 50 United States, the District of Columbia, Guam, Puerto Rico, and the U.S. Virgin Islands.  The new retail pharmacy program will be fully portable, allowing beneficiaries access to network pharmacies while traveling outside of their region.  Retail pharmacies comprise one of three venues through which pharmacy services are available.  Beneficiaries may also obtain medications from their Military Treatment Facilities and the TRICARE Mail Order Pharmacy (TMOP). Express Scripts Inc. currently administers TMOP services.  This new contract will not change the pharmacy benefits you or your family members receive as TRICARE beneficiaries.
