Section I. OFFICIAL

NEW ENTRANT CONFIDENTIAL FINANCIAL DISCLOSURE REPORT:  All commanders and supervisors are required by DOD 5500.7-R (Joint Ethics Regulation) to review the job duties of each newly assigned employee (military or civilian) and report the name on the Confidential Financial Disclosure Report to the AMEDDC&S & FSH Ethics Counselor.  The employee is required to file an OGE Form 450 no later than 30 days  of assuming his or her new position.  Forms are sent to the Office of Staff Judge Advocate, ATTN:  MCCS-BJA-AL, 1306 Stanley Road, Stop 19.  Note that an employee may not be a new employee, but may be assigned a new duty which now requires the filing of an OGE Form 450. 12.  OFFICER EDUCATION SYSTEM (OES) CHANGES:  Command and General Staff Officer’s Course (CGSOC) Curriculum Revision-Non-Resident Course Begins June 2004.

Current Intermediate Level Education (ILE) for Army officers is designed to meet the requirements detailed by the Army Training and Leader Development Panel (ATLDP) with additional input from the CGSC-sponsored Needs Analysis.  The new program, delivered by the ILE teaching team, will provide the Army with adaptive field grade leaders prepared to serve effectively at all levels of command and throughout the entire spectrum of operational environments.

The fundamental building blocks of the course are based on FM 22-100’s seven leadership competences (Interpersonal, Conceptual, Technical, Tactical, Influencing, Operating, Improving) and are integrated into force-oriented constructs (build/change/resource the force, train the force, deploy the force, project the force, fight the force, sustain the force, and lead the force).

ILE will be offered at Fort Sam Houston as a non-resident program taught by the 11th Battalion (CGSOC), 6th Brigade (PD), 95th Division (IT).  This program is available to all eligible Active Duty, National Guard, and Reserve Officers.

Non-resident ILE consists of three sequential Phases over a period of 13 months.  Phase I is a two week class conducted at Fort Leavenworth, Kansas starting June 2004.  Phase II starts in October 2004 and ends May 2005.  The classes for Phase II will be offered at Fort Sam Houston and consist of one of four hour classs of instruction one night per week, or two eight hour classes offered one full weekend per month.  Students may select the class option that best suits their personal requirements.  Phase III is a two week class offered again at Fort Leavenworth, Kansas in June 2005.  Students will graduate from ILE during Phase III.

Officers holding the rank of Captain (P), Major, or above are eligible to enroll in this class. Contact LTC Lowell Larson, USAR, 210–679-6393, Lowell.larson@us.army.mil, if you would like to attend non-resident ILE.  A correspondence version of this course of this course will be available FY 06.

14.  HURRY!  TAX SEASON REACHES MIDPOINT:  With the arrival of March, taxpayers are reminded that only six weeks remain in the Tax Year 2003 filing season. Taxpayers that have sought to avoid the occasionally painful process of tax preparation as long as possible should take note that the opportunity for free tax preparation and electronic filing will soon pass.  The Fort Sam Houston Main Tax Assistance Center will close 17 April 2004 and the BAMC Satellite Tax Center will close 16 April 2004.  

To date, the Fort Sam Houston Tax Assistance Center has prepared over 1,500 federal income tax returns for soldiers and retirees in the Fort Sam Houston Community.  A total refund amount of over two million dollars has been placed back into the pockets of these individuals.  Although preparation and filing are free at the Tax Center, our taxpayers would have paid over $200,000 using commercially available services.

The Fort Sam Houston Main Tax Assistance Center sees new clients at 0900 and 1300 Tuesday through Saturday.  Approximately twenty-five clients can be seen during each session.  All interested in this service are encouraged to visit either the Main Tax Center or the BAMC Satellite Tax Center as soon as possible. While both tax centers currently have available tax preparation slots, demand is expected to increase as April 15th approaches.

The Main Fort Sam Houston Tax Assistance Center (TAC) is located in the Officer’s Club, Bldg 407 on Dickman Road. The Tax Assistance Center is open Tuesday through Saturday from 0900-1630, and will remain open until 17 April 2004.  The Main Tax Assistance Center sees a limited number of clients each day with priority given to active duty in uniform.  Sign-in sessions begin at 0900 and 1300.  The BAMC Satellite Tax Center is located in room 513-07 on the 5th floor and is open from 0900-1600, Tuesday through Friday.  The BAMC Tax Center closes on 16 April 2004.
